INSTALLING RECIRCULATING VENTILATOR HOOD KIT

Consult Hood installation instructions for proper location and mounting procedures of
hood assembly.

NOTE: BECAUSE OF THEWEIGHT OF THE HOOD MAKE SURE THAT THE MOUNTING
SCREWS ARE DRIVEN INTO THE FRAMING AND NOT ONLY THE DRYWALL

Remove the damper, blower assembly from the hood.

If an optional Duct Cover is used, it must be installed to the Recirculating Unit prior to installation
of Recirculating Unit to the hood. Attach the Duct Cover to the Recirculating unit using 1/8" x
1/2" self-tapping hex screws supplied with the Duct Cover. See Figure 3.

Place the recirculating ventilator onto the top of the hood and secure with 1/8" x 1/2" self-tapping
screws. See See Figure 1. and Figure 2.

Mount the Hood assembly to wall and use supplied 1/8" x 2" self-tapping screws, drill holes in back
of hood if necessary to fasten to structure. See Figure 3.

FILTER REPLACEMENT

The Charcoal filter should be replaced every 3 to 4 months.

Use the supplied “S” hooks to remove the grill. Use even pressure on the vertical bars to pull grill from unit.

Lift up the finger rings on the filter to release then
pull forward.

To install new filter place top edge to spring mounts and push inward to latch.

Install grill with louvers facing up, press in using even pressure on each side. Press until it latches.

INSTALLING A CFM-600C IN A 30" CHIMNEY

The following instructions only apply if installing a CFM-600C in a 30" Chimney hood

The Independent 30" Chimney hood has an adapter plate installed inside the hood. In order to install a CFM-600C blower
into a 30" Chimney hood, you must first remove this adapter plate, and use this plate in lieu of the plate shipped with the
CFM-600C.

1. Remove the adapter plate from the 30" Chimney hood by removing the (4) 10/24 nuts. See figure 14.

Unpack the CFM-600C blower (shipped seperately).

Remove the CFM-600C blower from the mounting plate, by removing the 4 screws holding the blower to the plate.

Install the CFM-600C blower to the adapter plate removed from the 30" Chimney hood.

Install the CFM-600C blower assembly into the 30" Chimney hood using the previously removed (4) 10/24 nuts.
